46 or 10% of students live between 0.5 and 1 miles
of Stratton Elementary and within the Walkable/Bikeable Area

23 or 5% of students live between 1 and 1.5 miles of
Stratton Elementary and within the Walkable/Bikeable Area.

352 or 75% of students live outside the the Walkable/Bikeable
Area and too far away to walk or bike to Stratton Elementary.
